OFFSHORE PIPE LAY NOTIFICATION - UPDATE 3

Nexus Energy Ltd (Nexus) is developing the Longtom gas field in permit area
VIC/L29, 30 km offshore of Orbost (map over page).

Nexus is committed to ensuring that the relevant users of the area are informed
about Nexus’ activities.

Nexus has Victorian Government approval to develop the Longtom gas field. This involves
laying 17 km of pipeline 30 km offshore from Orbost in Permit Licence VIC/L29.

Pipe lay using the Aussie 1 pipe lay barge commenced on the 30" of April, and was
completed on the 12™ of May. The barge is now on tow to the Port of Eden. ROV (remote
operate vehicle) footage taken during pipe lay shows the sandy and sparse seabed. The
Maersk Responder dive support vessel is now on site and has commenced laying the
umbilical line, which will be followed by the installation of the HIPPS (high integrity pressure
protection system), well head protection frames and tie-ins to the subsea equipment. The
subsea connection works will utilise a large team of experienced divers and ROV technicians.
Nexus kindly requests all fishers to continue to observe the Government-gazetted 500 m
safety zone around all project vessels. Inclement weather from May 14" will delay current
activities.

All activities are proceeding in accordance with an Environment Plan (EP) produced by
Nexus and approved by the Victorian Department of Primary Industries (DPI). A summary EP
is available on the Nexus website at http://www.nexusenergy.com.au. Environmental
audits undertaken by Nexus and the DPI on board the Aussie 1 found that all commitments
were adhered to.
